EQUIPMENT  CAGE  REMINDERS
For Trip Leaders

As the trip leader, you have no responsibility for equipment, rather, each patrol does.   Additionally, it is not necessary to take “any equipment easily available in the garage” to help the boys out, they have or can get whatever they need….with proper pre-trip planning.  As a trip leader, the troop looks to you to “coach” the boys in proper equipment care.  Remember, the boys are responsible for this equipment and will be billed.

Prior to the trip, you need to work with each patrol to remind them:

· patrol equipment comes from the patrol quartermaster
· who is in charge of your patrol equipment?  ... PATROL QUARTERMASTER.
· who will give you your patrol equipment?  ... PATROL QUARTERMASTER.

· who is responsible for making sure your patrol has equipment for your trip?  ... PATROL QUARTERMASTER.

· if the patrol's quartermaster is not going, who is in charge of the patrol equipment? ....  STILL the PATROL QUARTERMASTER

· the equipment cage is locked ... the patrol has the combination (not the adult trip leaders)
· do you know what you get automatically in your equipment cage and patrol box? do you know how to request the special things?  DID YOU?
· Is your ... dish soap filled? propane tank filled? scrubby there? baking soda (fire extinguisher) filled? first aid kit filled?
· do you have ... matches left? paper towels left? fuel left in the lighter?  Did you check BEFORE the trip?
· Reminder - no food stored in the garage! ...  NO EXCEPTIONS !
· Reminder - no equipment goes home !   Pots and pans get washed after the last meal of the trip ... NO EXCEPTIONS !
· Reminder - the only key the adult trip leader has is the one for the garage door.  YOU MUST HAVE THE COMBINATION FOR YOUR CAGE LOCK.

Older scouts with cages A-F have different equipment !  

· do you know the high adventure cages and boxes A-F do not have regular stoves, just back pack / canoe  stoves?
· do you know that high adventure patrols (with cages A-F) can make a special request for a regular camp stove for the weekend?
· do you know the high adventure cages and boxes A-F do not have regular lanterns, just back pack/ canoe  lanterns?

· do you know that high adventure patrols (with cages A-F) can make a special request for a regular camp lantern for the weekend?

· do you know the combination to the cage?

TRIP LEADERS MUST:

· Sign-out a large garage door key.
· “Pre-stage” no gear on the floor.  Boys should retrieve from cages day of the trip.

· Put all gear back in patrol cages upon your return.  Leave no gear on the floor.

· Divide all food and drink among participants and send it home!  Store no food in garage.

· Lock the garage door.

The adult equipment cage # 7 is for an adult patrol .  The same patrol rules apply to us.  Note, this equipment is not considered trip gear and should not be used for convenience instead of having patrols use their assigned patrol equipment.
